| hope that each of uswill consider this
campaignasa key to the future of our
profession and will find an appropriate
way of contributing. 1t@ going to be a
stretch, but | believe we can makeiit.

Meanwhile, the Board has been review-
ing the Strategic Planning Document and
setting priorities that should guide us
over thenext few years. TheCapital Cam-
paign Committee has been discussing
the appointment of co-chairsoutsidethe
field to complementco-chair Michael
Putnam.We havea goodchanceof re-
cruiting one or two people who are well
known to awide public and familiar with
theworld of Classics. Wearea sorefin-
ing our case statement and beginning
discussions with potential donors.

I am happy to report that a long-time
memberof the APA approachedisim-
mediately after the announcement of the
Challenge Grant with theideaof making
acontributionin honor of about 50 or so
students he had taught during his ca-
reerwhowentonin thefield. TheCam-
paign Committeeis considering waysto
implementthis ideaandto makeit an
example that other students and teach-
ersmight follow. Thisis preciselythe
kind of creative thinking we need to
bringto theCampaign.

The National Endowmentfor the Hu-
manitieshas granted theAmerican Philo-
logical Association achallenge grant of
$650,000 toward an Endowment for Clas-
sics Research and Teaching. Thisisthe
full amount that we requested in order
to ensurghecontinuatiorof theAmeri-
can Office of I@nnZe philologique; the
advancement of sophisticated and ac-
cessibleresearch and teaching resources
in classics; and the development of the
next generation of inspired teachers of
classics and classical languages at all
levels.

We wroteto you atthe endof lastyear
requesting your support to show the
NEH that APA members consider the
developmenbf suchanendowmento
be a high priority. You respondedy
making the Fall 2005 annual giving cam-

paign the most successful in the
Association'shistory (just under $34,000
was raised). In addition, we asked all

current and former members of theAPA

BoardandDevelopmentCommitteeto
makeinitial pledgesto the new endow-

ment over and above their customary
annual giving contributions. Inthefirst
few monthsof this yearthoseAssocia-
tion leaders pledged multi-year contri-

butions totaling $150,000 toward the

Annual Meeting To Remain in January

In 2003, APA and Al A agreed to revisit thetiming of the
annualmeetingthis Spring. The APA beganpreparing
for this discussioratits Boardof Directorsmeetingin

SeptembeP005,and,asaresultof thatdiscussionpro-
posedoAlA Officersthatwe giveveryseriousconsid-
erationto returningto the traditional Decembedates.
Over the last few months, both societies conducted

Internet-basedurveysof theirmembershipsandsum-
mariesof the resultsfrom eachsurveyfollow this ar-
ticle. Eachsummarywaspreparedy the staff of the
society that issued the survey.

These summaries show that AIA received about 900
responsesandAPA, justover 700. In therecentsur
veymorethan60 percenbf APA respondentpreferred
theJanuarydatesasdid 75 percenbof AlA respondents

The presidents, presidents-elect, program chairs, and
executivedirectorsof APA andAIA regularlymeetvia
conferenceall to considemattersrelevantto thejoint
operatiorof themeetingsandthis Springwe discussed
the results of these surveys. Because APA responses
showedthata sizeableminority of its membersvould
like to returnto Decemberwe examinedhepossibility
of occasionallyholdingthe meetingoutsideof thefirst
weekin January Possibilitiesincludedthe traditional
December dates and the second week in January. On
the other side, the officers notedthe preference®f a
majority of respondentom bothsocietiesandthepo-
tentialfor confusionf themeetingiime periodchanged
everyfew years. In recentweeks,therefore both the
APA Boardof DirectorsandtheAlA GoverningBoard
agreedo retainour currentdates.
